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This position has direct responsibility for coordinating and executing the required day-to-day and long range import/export activity of the Laboratory using compliant and appropriate air, sea and ground shipping methods.
This position has direct responsibility for analyzing and issuing technical determinations, compliance rulings and managing lifecycle licensing responsibilities. Responsibilities include technical classification of technologies/items, establishing export compliance actions and supporting the export control needs of international programs and initiatives as required under Federal laws, regulations and DOE directives. Provide expertise, technical support, control, and assistance with. 

Export control processes and reviews, High Risk Property reviews, and shipments according to Federal and International laws and Regulations. Research US Export Administration Regulations for potential export control issues concerning PPPL international and domestic shipments of items and technology. Plan, perform, and document Export Control and High Risk reviews for Property, Receiving, Shipping and any other PPPL department or function as required. Apply for Export Control Licenses as needed and required, working closely with PPPL Export Control Officer. 

Provide shipping instructions to Laboratory personnel, as needed. Working closely with Export Control Officer and Material Services Branch, Head, ensures Laboratory programs and personnel are in compliance with Laboratory and Federal export control policies, procedures, and regulations. Schedules, prepares, and documents international and domestic outbound shipments. Prioritize shipping activities by collecting and analyzing data for all proposed PPPL shipments including hazardous/radioactive materials, household goods, and shipments requiring specialized services. Administers and is the DOE point of contact for the DOE Automated Transportation Logistics and Analysis System (ATLAS) as the PPPL site representative. Establish user roles and training for system access. Performs High Risk reviews of equipment and materials. 

Establish knowledge of Laboratory ES&H requirements, support and apply during the course of your work. Encourage others to be safety conscious and observe safety rules, including use of safety equipment and initiating steps to stop work if continuing the job is unsafe or compromises security. Review work for environmental impacts. Comply with ES&H Directives, DOE Orders, DOT and OSHA standards. Maintain all required training.  
Essential Qualifications: High school diploma or GED, and two years of experience in export control and imports or related field. 

Knowledge of, or ability to learn Federal Regulations, DOE Orders, DOT & OSHA regulations, and other DOE directives. 
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
