John Ï{ilson is Senior Staff Officer for the Science, Technology,
and Economic Policy Board of the National Research CouncÍl and
National Academy of Sciences. He Ís the principal senior staff
member responsi.ble for direction of two tentat,ive proJect,s,
(Investment in Human Capital, and Technology and Trade Policy
Strategies), among other duties. In addÍt,ion, he directs a joint
project with the Àcademia de la Investigacion Cientifica (lfexican
Academy of Sciences) on Technology and the Modernizat,ion of the
MexÍcan Economy. Mr. I{ilson also directs the Technology and Publj.c
Policy seminar series at, the Àcademies.
